1.	 DAY PARKING is provided and facilitated and managed by the Solano County Fair Association. Woofstock 

has NO authority over issues regarding day parking. Handicapped parking is available and typically 
provides an appropriate surface to the facilities; it is not necessarily closer to the building or the rings. 
Illegally parked cars may be ticketed and/or towed. Fines & tickets are issued through the city of Vallejo. All 
parking fees are collected by and are the property of Solano County Fairgrounds.

	 Parking fees are: Single Day parking: $15.00, Three Day pass: $40.00, Four Day pass: $50.00. Passes 
may be purchased at the parking lot entrance kiosk; the Four Day Pass may be purchased on Wednesday 
at the Fairgrounds Business Office.

4.	 Exercise Pens are not allowed in any of the buildings where dogs are being exhibited.
5.	 Cleaning Up after your own dogs is your responsibility. These are Self-Cleaning shows. If your dog soils 

the grounds, it is your responsibility to clean it up. There will be buckets with bleach and pooper-scoopers on 
the grounds. By signing the entry form for these shows, you are agreeing that clean-up is your responsibility.

6.	 Dog washing on the Fairgrounds. The 1996 Clean Water Act is enforced at the Solano County 
Fairgrounds. All gray water (soapy water from washing dogs) must be discharged into sanitary sewer 
systems only and not dumped onto the ground or into storm drains. A hefty fine can be leveled against 
offenders. As a service to our exhibitors, we will offer a dog wash area located at the East end of the main 
concourse, directly behind the Livestock Building.

7.	 Food and Beverage policy: The Solano County Fairgrounds has put some restrictions on the show 
site that we need to honor. Per Solano County Fairgrounds: Open or Visible containers of alcohol are not 
permitted at any time in or around the show rings or buildings, and are subject to being confiscated by 
Fairground Personnel.

2.	 Dogs are eligible to compete in AKC events using the foreign registration for a period of 30 days. That 

30-day period begins with the date of first exhibit, regardless of whether the dog earned any points 
or awards. To continue to compete in AKC events beyond the initial 30-day period the dog must be 
either individually AKC registered or by the date of the event have been granted an extension to exhibit 
using the foreign registration. The owner or agent can request an extension using the form found on 
the AKC Web site at: http://images.akc.org/pdf/extenap.pdf

The following breeds must be judged on a ramp through all levels of conformation competition: 
Lagotti Romagnoli, Clumber Spaniels, Sussex Spaniels, Basset Hounds, Cirnechi dell'Etna, Kerry 
Blue Terriers, Bulldogs, Chinese Shar-Pei, Chow Chows & Keeshonden. Breeds designated as ramp 
optional may, at the discretion of the judge, be judged on a ramp through all levels of competition. The 
full policy and list of Table and Ramp eligible/required breeds is available on the AKC website at:
